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Development Awards 
Is lack of money stopping you from getting into work, training or education? A Development Award from The Prince's Trust could solve that. What is a Development Award? 

It’s a grant of £50 to £500 to help you get into education, training or employment. You’ll also get support with setting goals, making decisions and finding other programmes or support. 

Development Awards are used for things like: 

􀂾course fees 

􀂾travel costs for a new job or a course 

􀂾tools or equipment 

􀂾clothing – maybe a suit for an interview, or a uniform for a new job 

Development Awards cannot be used: 

􀂾to pay for NVQ, level 4, HNC, HND, degree, post graduate courses or courses of an equivalent level 

􀂾for a gap year 

􀂾by a group or organisation 

Am I eligible? If you are aged 14-25 and lacking the money and support to get a job or start in education and training, you may be eligible. If you think you may be eligible, call 0800 842 842. How long will it take? You will need to have a meeting with one of our Awards Assessors before we recommend your application for funding. This will include talking about the support you need, and the goals you need to set. Development Awards can take up to 12 weeks to process, so you should apply well before the Award is needed.
